Unfortunately, we have not managed to come to an agreement on the after-school service at the school’s premises. That is why some parents have committed to identify and select alternative proposals offering a quality service.
We are now happy to provide you detailed information resulting from this commitment and the subsequent concrete offer. We also would like you to express your possible interest in the annexed table (page 4).

The conditions of the after-school service mirror a number of criteria considered to both identify and select suitable solutions for all families having their children enrolled at the European School. 
As proven below, total costs are competitive with other solutions while offering a higher quality of service when confronting with the other identified options.
Many thanks for letting us have at the earliest and – in any case – not later than Tuesday June 21st your expression of interest should you be interested in using this service. Your kind and swift replies are required to kick-off the after-school service from the start of the incoming school year.

Days and timetable:

Presence has been organised in two modules:

· part-time: choice of 1 or 2 days/week 
· full-time choice of 3 to 5 days/week
Timetable: from school end till 18.15 with 15 minutes flexibility to pick up children till 18.30.

Meals:

Meals for “short” days actually attended are billed at EUR 5.8 and they include afternoon snacks. 

The catering service is provided by Cavallini of Casale Litta. As of September 2011 this firm will use biological food exclusively. The  menu, ingredients and weights can already be seen on the firm’s website http://www.cavallini.va.it.
Teachers:

The number of children per teacher will be in line with the current situation in the Province and Municipality of Varese (1 teacher up to 25 bambini maximum, with a minimum of two teachers).
Teachers are contracted for one year during the first year of service and then with an open-ended contract to ensure pedagogic continuity.

Teachers have multi-annual relevant professional experience and are bilingual English/Italian.

Activities: 

Children of the maternity school attending the after-school service will have their lunch at the premises of Piccola England while the children aged 6 and older will have lunch at the Circolo di Casbeno, close to Piccola England with the same catering service and will be taken from school directly to the Circolo.

Children of primary school will then be helped to do their homework and then taken to Piccola England, where they will play and participate in other optional activities to be agreed with the persons in charge of Piccola England (options have already been indicated but have not been defined and fixed yet). Activities are on-going to access are sport structures in the proximity of Piccola England to broaden the list of alternative options, namely to include sports duly adapted to the age and the number of children enrolled.

Indoor and outdoor areas:

Indoor and outdoor available areas have been carefully considered so as to ensure a high quality experience to children during the hours spent at the after-school service. Indoor rooms beyond complying with Italian regulation have been recently refurbished and are plainly pleasant to be in. Piccola England has also a garden.

Transport:

Transport from the European School is provided by the bus of Piccola England and costs are included in the monthly fees.

Discount for brothers/sisters:

20% discount on the montly fee is to be applied as of the second child enrolled in the same family.
Contract conditions and duration:

The contract for the after-school service will be signed by the single parent and Piccola England with minimum 10-month duration, i.e is the duration of the running school year. In the event of transfers during the school year for professional or other justified reasons, a case-by-case decision on the flexible implementation of this contractual clause.
IMPORTANT – Kick-off of the after-school service:

The after-school service at the premises of Piccola England will start once the minimum number of 20 children enrolled full-time.

Costs:

Part-time (1 or a 2 days/week): EUR 150/month (including transport costs, meals billed per days of attendance);

Full-time (from 3 to 5 days /week): EUR 230/month (including transport costs, meals billed per days of attendance).
